A revised Schedule of Maximum Rates for all categories of transcript is
attached.

be billed at the rates in effect at the time the transcript order was placed.

Hourly Transcript 6.60 1.10 .83
A transcript of proceedings ordered under

unusual circumstances to be delivered

within two (2) hours.

Realtime Transcript 2.75 1.10
A draft unedited transcript produced by a

certified realtime reporter as a byproduct

of realtime to be delivered electronically

during proceedings or immediately

following adjournment.
